As the [TITLE] of the [COMPANY/ STATE ASSOCIATION] and on behalf of my [# EMPLOYEES/ MEMBERS], and on behalf of Mason Contractors Across the country, I write to voice our support for comprehensive immigration reform and call on you to help ensure that the Senate finishes its work on a bi-partisan package and passes that legislation. 
Republicans, Democrats and the White House must produce a reasonable compromise on several difficult issues relating to undocumented workers, a new worker program and a new worksite enforcement program. The masonry industry commends the Senate on its efforts to find a policy consensus and urges the Senate leaders to work together to find a path to allow the Senate to pass a bill and keep hope alive for immigration reform this year.   

As the full Senate works towards a solution, effective immigration reform should include:

1) Increased border security that strengthens national security by providing for the screening of  foreign workers and creating a disincentive for illegal immigration; 

2) The implementation of an efficient, practical and accurate employee verification system that provides ample protection from liability for employers who comply with the system.   A reliable system should be rolled out in a reasonable manner and should not overly burden employers either financially or functionally;

3) A new worker program that will help to meet the employment needs of our economy  when U.S. workers are not available and ensures appropriate workplace and wage protections while providing these contributing members of society the opportunity to adjust to a more permanent status; and

4) An earned pathway to legal status for undocumented workers who meet qualifying criteria, including an option for those who earn status to eventually qualify for a more permanent status and potentially U.S. citizenship.  This program should also include a fix to the employment-based immigrant visa process and numerical limitations.

We have a bipartisan opportunity to reform our immigration policies to enhance our nation’s security, protect our economy, and continue our heritage as a country of immigrants.  My fellow Mason Contractors and I urge you to help reach a workable and comprehensive agreement and help mend our broken immigration system.
